· The principal parts, or basic forms, of a verb include the verb, the present participle, the past, and the past participle.
· When the past and past participle of a verb are formed by adding -d or -ed, the verb is regular.  When the past and the past participle are formed in some other way, the verb is irregular.  
· A verb is still regular even if you change the y to an i and add -ed.
