Subjects in imperative and interrogative sentences

When looking for the subject in an imperative sentence, look no further.  The subject of an imperative sentence is always you.

 
Ex:  Get my bedroom slippers.  (Who is to get my bedroom 

                 Slippers?) YOU!

                 (You)/ Get my bedroom slippers.

When looking for the subject in an interrogative sentence, take the question and turn it into a statement (declarative sentence).  It will be easier to find the subject.

   
Ex:  Did Mark pass his test?

                 Mark did pass his test.  Subject:  Mark

2. Will Anthony be going with us?

3. Can I pass out the papers?

4. Tell me when your birthday is.

5. Is Nancy watching the baby tonight?
