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McKinney-Vento Homeless Education Program

MCKINNEY-VENTO HOMELESS ASSISTANCE ACT: The Education for Homeless Children and Youth
(EHCY) program is authorized under Title VII-B of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act (42 U.8.C.
11431 et seq.) (McKinney-Vento Act). The McKinney-Vento Act was originally authorized in 1987 and most
recently re-authorized in December 2015 by the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). The McKinney-Vento
Act is designed to address the challenges that homeless children and youths have faced in enrolling, attending,
and succeeding in school.

Under the McKinney-Vento Act, educational agencies must ensure that each homeless child and youth has
equal access to the same free, appropriate public education, including a public preschool education, as other
children and youths. Homeless children and youth must have access to the educational and related services that
they need to enable them to meet the same challenging State academic standards to which all students are held.
In addition, homeless students may not be separated from the mainstream school environment. Local
Educational Agencies are required to review and undertake steps to revise laws, regulations, practices, or
policies that may act as barriers to the identification, enrollment, attendance, or success in school of homeless

children and youths.

The law indicates that the LEA liaison shall ensure that all homeless children, youth and families are identified
through coordinated activities with other entities.

La Ley
McKinney-Vento fue autorizada originalmente en 1987 y mas recientemente volvi6 a ser autorizada en
diciembre del 2015 por Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). la Ley McKinney-Vento est disefiada para
abordar los retos que han enfrentado los nifios y jovenes durante la inscripcion, asistencia y éxito escolar.

Bajo la Ley McKinney-Vento, las agencias educacionales deben asegurarse de que cada nifio sin hogar y
Jovenes tengan igualdad de libre acceso, a la misma educacion publica apropiada, incluyendo una educacion
preescolar publica, como otros nifios y jovenes. Los jovenes y los nifios deben tener acceso a los servicios
educativos y servicios relacionados que necesitan para que puedan cumplir los mismos estindares y normas
académicas que realizan todos los estudiantes. Ademas, los estudiantes sin hogar no pueden estar separados del
entorno de la escuela publica. Las agencias de educacion locales estan obligadas a revisar y adoptar medidas

para revisar las leyes, reglamentos, practicas o politicas que pueden actuar como barreras para la identificacion,
inscripcidn, asistencia o éxito escolar de los nifios y jovenes.

La ley indica que el enlace LEA se asegurard de que todos los nifios sin hogar, jovenes y familias sean
identificados a través de actividades coordinadas con otras entidades.
