Course Description:

English II combines instruction, practice, and assessment in reading, writing, listening, and speaking. This course includes quarterly examinations (25% of quarter grade) and a comprehensive final examination (25% of semester grade) administered at semester’s end.

Requirements:

The student will:

1. Read, analyze, discuss, and critique literature in various forms.

2. Practice vocabulary, grammar, and usage skills in speaking and in writing.

3. Work individually and in cooperative groups.

4. Demonstrate effective communication skills in speaking and in writing.

5. Improve speaking and listening skills.

6. Keep a notebook and a daily journal.

7. Take careful notes.

8. Complete assigned assignments, projects, and tests.

Classroom Rules:

· You will comply with the Hazleton Area School District dress code (Adopted 7/13/06).

· You must follow instructor’s directions (written or verbal) the first time given.

· You must be in the classroom and seated on time (late to class affects daily participation grade).

· You may not sleep in class (sleeping affects daily participation grade).

· You must be prepared with current assignments/materials on a daily basis.

· You must raise your hand and wait to be called upon before speaking.

· You may not harass, distract, or disrupt other students.

· You are responsible for the cleanliness of the classroom.

Hall passes will be closely monitored. Too often, one student’s abuse of hall pass privileges creates lapses in instruction for the whole class. Do not expect to be issued a lavatory pass on a daily basis. You are responsible for what you miss.
Expulsion from class: I will immediately send students to the office for sleeping, if they become disruptive, verbally or physically abusive, or otherwise interfere with classroom instruction. I won’t waste the time of serious students with immature, inappropriate, or attention-getting behavior.

Make-up work is your responsibility. Since your assignments are available online, physical absence from school is not a valid excuse to failure to turn in required work by its deadline. Medical excuses must be provided for any and all makeup work. 
Attendance:  This class is cumulative - Your attendance on a daily basis is crucial. If you absolutely must miss class, follow the instructions above. Unexcused absences or truancy do not qualify for make-up privileges. Any work missed is considered a zero. Seven or more unexcused absences per quarter will cause the loss of the daily participation grade for the entire quarter, or 25% of the total grade (in accordance with the administration’s attendance policy).

Late assignments are not accepted after the due time/date without a medical excuse.

The total points that you accumulate throughout the course, divided by the total amount of points possible, and multiplied by the weight of the assignment type, constitute your final grade. As a rule, I don’t offer extra credit to those who are delinquent with required assignments; those who are not delinquent 
do not need extra credit.


Any difficulties you may encounter in the course are to be first discussed with me. I will make every effort to assist you with problem areas; however, you will need to schedule conference time with me after class/school and devote the effort necessary to work through the problem.

Organization and planning are key to successfully completing this course. Daily assignments are online and due on the day they are assigned. Weekly assignments are online and due by their specific time/date. You will have no excuse for missing assignments.
